Around the Regions

The following points were discussed in addition to details posted on regional reports;

Scotland – 
Bikesafe Scotland – there has not much in the way of communication from the Police. There should have been a meeting in February, but there has been a change of personnel. Bikesafe in Scotland is a separate entity to that in England and Wales – however, Scotland now comes under ACPO (Association of Chief Police Officers) portfolio, and so it may become part of the main Bikesafe initiative. 

Action – TB to look into

London 
Bikes in bus lanes experiment – now coming under scrutiny by new document to Greater London Assembly. Anecdotal account of one fatality from the BMF. GLA to meet in a couple of week’s time.

Advance Stop Lines – Experiment in borough of Newham to allow PTW’s to use them as well as pedal bikes.
London Motorcycle Working Group – Report should be out soon.

Thames Valley

Some confusion as to why Milton Keynes now appears in Eastern Region mailing lists for LGEP.

Southern

Region boundaries seriously need work. Central membership database needs correcting.
